They
represent imaginative representations of various creatures, humans, or hybrids. They are known for
their specific features, supernatural abilities, and distinctive appearance. The mythical creature of
Micronesia is Nei Tituaabine.

Sports have always played an important role in developing the social and cultural structure of
Micronesia and other countries. When it comes to designating a sport as the official symbol, Football
is considered the country's national sport.

Andon Amaraich is the founder of Micronesia, and the country's national hero is Isokelekel
(Idzikolkol).

Due to their unique qualities and rich cultural or historical backgrounds, national monuments around
the world are of great importance. Nan Madol is recognized as the national monument of the
country. It attracts visitors from all around the world.

Numerous organizations are working on a global level to improve the current state of affairs and to
collaborate in order to establish and maintain constructive partnerships. Micronesia is a member of
the Pacific Community (PC), and United Nations (UN). Micronesia collaborates with them to organize,
analyze, and address various events and situations.
