The domain for Togo is .tg and the country
code is +228.

Museums are known to educate and connect visitors with the nation's history, culture, civilization,
art, and architecture. The Togo National Museum serves the same purpose and is considered one of
the most significant tourist attractions. The Togo National Museum is home to a large collection of
artifacts. It has been designated as the national museum of the country.

The national dress of Togo is the Kente fabric, and 27 April is designated as National Day. In Togo,
the majority of the population practices Christianity, Traditional faiths, and Islam as their religion.
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Nature is a blessing from God and we must protect it because it provides us with the oxygen and
food to survive. It also helps to keep our environment beautiful and clean. To emphasize the
significance of nature, Togo has selected a few forces of nature as national symbols. Togo's national
animal is the Lion. The national flower is the Rose, and the highest peak is Mont Agou.

Mythical creatures can be found in the literature and mythologies of many different nations. They
represent imaginative representations of various creatures, humans, or hybrids. They are known for
their specific features, supernatural abilities, and distinctive appearance. The mythical creature of
Togo is Adze.

Sports have always played an important role in developing the social and cultural structure of Togo
and other countries. When it comes to designating a sport as the official symbol, Football is
considered the country's national sport.

Sylvanus Olympio is the founder of Togo. The country's national anthem was written by Alex
Casimir-Dosseh, and composed by Alex Casimir-Dosseh.

The country's national hero is Edem Kodjo.

Due to their unique qualities and rich cultural or historical backgrounds, national monuments around
the world are of great importance. Independence Monument, Lome is recognized as the national
monument of the country. It attracts visitors from all around the world.

Numerous organizations are working on a global level to improve the current state of affairs and to
collaborate in order to establish and maintain constructive partnerships. Togo is a member of

the African Union (AU), Organisation internationale de la Francophonie (OIF), Organisation of Islamic
Cooperation (OIC), and United Nations (UN). Togo collaborates with them to organize, analyze, and
address various events and situations.

"Travail, Liberte, Patrie - "Work, liberty, homeland" is the official motto of the country.

Victoire Tomegah Dogbe is the current Prime minister of Togo, and Faure Gnassingbe is the
President.

Togo has declared French as the country's official language.
